COMPLAINT V

Perjury, False Swearing, Violating Internal Affairs confidentiality and other related Departmental Rules and Regulations:


In December of 1998 Officer Kozub had been approached by her Department's IA officer concerning allegations made by my Department concerning matters of a domestic nature. Officer Kozub at this time denied any domestic wrongdoing and stated she had nothing to add. Officer Kozub in turn relayed this to me through Sgt. Taylor to give me a "heads up." See Exhibit 20

 Officer Kozub was sent an e-mail in response to this notification. Officer Kozub submitted this e-mail to the County. See Exhibit 21 


However, when she testified about this email during sworn court testimony, she placed an untruthful and insidious twist that was inconsistent with the actual e-mail. Officer Kozub, in her desire to be portrayed as a "victim" falsely stated that the e-mail included a request to go for a "walk in the woods" and that she was fearful and scared. A review of the e-mail inescapably proves this to be an utter falsehood. See Exhibit 22
