COMPLAINT VII

Perjury, False swearing, Official Misconduct, Implicating another, Conspiracy, Related Departmental Violations:

In almost all of Officer Kozub's sworn statements or testimony, even to her own Internal Affairs, Officer Richardson, she falsely claimed that the alleged incident at her residence occurred on July 21, 1998. See Exhibits 29 (multiple)


However, as you will read/hear (Exhibit 34), on May 6, 1999 Officer Kozub, while under oath, testified that the alleged Trespass occurred on July 16, 1998. Copy of the applicable transcribed section can be located in the back of this binder. 

This was also consistent with Officer Lazarrotti's sworn testimony. See Exhibits 30

Officer Lazarrotti's complicity will be brought to the attention of Officer Lazarrotti's Internal Affairs in due course. 

Such inconsistent and conflicting statements are common place when the truth is not being told. While both dates are false, only one or more need be proven false to sustain criminal charges. 

Also, Officer Kozub candidly admitted that when she had separated from her husband, that upon advice from her attorney, she changed the house locks. See Exhibit 31  

With this legal advice in mind, why then, if my presence was no longer welcome and all the harassing behavior as alleged by Officer Kozub had any truthfulness, did Officer Kozub not simply change the entrance and the alarm codes, both of which she had provided to me? Common legal sense provides the answer. We were still dating, as was Officer Lazarrotti and his then-girlfriend/fiancé. Officer Kozub and Officer Lazarrotti were having an affair. In fact, Officer Kozub acknowledged that, contrary to her assertion that she and Officer Lazarrotti were "exclusively involved" that in fact he had a girlfriend. See Exhibit 32
