Please see my website for details. I see that this office does not deal specifically with the problem of corruption per se. However, it is obvious that corruption costs money. For example, intentional mismanagement by the NJ Attorney Generals Office and its subordinate office, the Division of Criminal Justice, costs money through the defense of civil suits for civil rights violations as well as payoffs for settlements. While civil tort claims can be filed frivolously, a good portion are not and obviously cost money. 

There are several agencies in NJ specifically created and maintained to combat corruption and crime. My site demonstrates that these are utterly and thoroughly compromised and therefore, a direct waste of money. 

Obviously, if money waste, whether it be through mismanagement, fraud or otherwise, is the main basis for initiating and maintaining a complaint through this Office, then my site amply supplies a basis. 

This is also an effort to document whether this Office is a "paper" office akin to the other Agencies listed on my website or not. The results will eventually be posted. 

Witnesses will be provided only under the protection of a protective court order. 

Details:

Since 1997 I have recorded criminal conduct by a local NJ police department, and then a County Prosecutors Office that boasted several victims, civilian and police officers included. To date, it is now abundantly evident that there is a pattern and practice existing back to 1995 and to the present involving this County Prosecutors Office as well as several local County police departments. Only New Jersey's corruption within the legal system, which is often a joke nationwide, has prevented it from being addressed. Sadly, members within the DCJ publicly stated that an “investigation” into this corruption determined my complaints to be “unfounded”, when in reality, an OPRA request and GRC complaint revealed that no such investigation into any of the complaints had been conducted.
 

Everything is on my website, www.SouthJerseyJustice.com, and I have secured all evidence in a safe location. 
 

I am providing you with the opportunity to do what has been in need of doing for years now, and most times brazenly ignored - policing of the Attorney Generals Office and other related subgroups. This will also include several levels of the judiciary up and including two Appellate Court Judges. It’s all on the website. 

But first and foremost is addressing the most immediate and current threat to public safety, the immediate need for protection of those within Burlington County, at the hands of the most insidious of all possible offenders – the Burlington County Prosecutors Office. 

I look forward to your prompt reply.
