To the Public Advocate’s Office (via Fax):
 

I originally wrote to you in 2006. I received a reply that the Public Advocate’s Office was still in the process of being set up and that once it was up and running, my assistance request would be addressed. It is my understanding that the Office is underway. Therefore, respectfully accept this demand for action. Please be advised that minimal investigative action need be conducted. Based upon my professional estimate, minimal resources from your Office would be needed. I have done the hard work. As one of several victims, I have extensive law enforcement training and have gathered most of the evidence and facts you would need to initiate corrective action. Also, there has been little effort by the accused to hide the criminal and civil violations. The evidence and facts include names of offenders, dates, etc. 

I would of course voluntarily assist in the planning of any needful investigative actions such as certain interviews and subpoenas, but I would expect these would be more of a confirmation nature of the existing evidence, etc. 

This is the single most important issue for redress that this Office will have received and warrants a positive reply. Anything less will unfortunately show that this Office is like all the others; a front for false public advocacy for NJ. I truly pray this will not be the case. This statement is based upon fact. EVERY public agency/office has been presented with the opportunity to fulfill their lawful obligation against corruption; all refused, or worse, contributed to it. This Office now has its own opportunity. 

Details:

Since 1997 I have recorded criminal conduct by a local NJ police department, and then a County Prosecutors Office that boasted several victims, civilian and police officers included. To date, it is now abundantly evident that there is a pattern and practice existing back to 1995 and to the present involving this County Prosecutors Office as well as several local County police departments. Only New Jersey's corruption within the legal system, which is often a joke nationwide, has prevented it from being addressed. Sadly, members within the DCJ publicly stated that an “investigation” into this corruption determined my complaints to be “unfounded”, when in reality, an OPRA request and GRC complaint revealed that no such investigation into any of the complaints had been conducted.
 

Everything is on my website, www.SouthJerseyJustice.com, and I have secured all evidence in a safe location. 
 

I am providing you with the opportunity to do what has been in need of doing for years now, and most times brazenly ignored - policing of the Attorney Generals Office and other related subgroups. This will also include several levels of the judiciary up and including two Appellate Court Judges. Its all on the website. 

But first and foremost is addressing the most immediate and current threat to public safety, the immediate need for protection of those within Burlington County, at the hands of the most insidious of all possible offenders – the Burlington County Prosecutors Office. 

I look forward to your prompt reply.
