Dear Executive Board Member:


I am requesting support of the State FOP Lodge. I am writing to you to enlist your individual and collective aid and support. I would first and foremost ask for your moral support and backing. If that is all you elect to provide, I will consider myself fortunate. Secondly I would ask for any financial support you might deem fit to provide.  I hope to explain my situation to you so that you will agree that my matter is worthy of the attention of the State FOP. My matter requires your involvement and by doing so, you can advance and secure the protection and benefit for law enforcement officers statewide. Before you now is a seldom provided golden opportunity like no other. Oft times it takes tragedy to bring about good. This is a most tragic affair that can have such positive and far reaching effects that the only greater tragedy would be your ignoring it, and me. 


My situation can best be described as both a legal nightmare and a legal impossibility. I need to stress to you that all I relate to you is the truth because time after time I have seen disbelief take hold with those that I try to enlighten. It is that which I ask you to not do. I am going to tell you things that are going to make you ask yourself if I am for real and if the incidents I explain to you are simply my misinterpretation of the truth or the facts. That is why it is such a nightmare. This is one of those times that the truth is horrible enough without embellishments. So I beg of you to please do not dismiss this out of hand because you have difficulty accepting that what I say is true. It is. And it is not opinions or perspectives that I offer as evidence. I have documentation and factual data as proof. I will not burden you yet with the extensive documentation. Suffice it to say that I have already provided all of it to Mr. George Kline. 


This is a legal impossibility because everything that legally is not allowed to happen, whether it be by law, policy or rules and regulations has happened, knowingly and intentionally. As a member of the State FOP you are now charged with fulfilling the spirit, intentions and directives of the Fraternal Order of Police. Once you have reviewed all that I provide, I am asking that you come to my aid with the full force and effect and support that the State Lodge can give. No less will suffice. It will take no less to end this tragedy. Without your assistance, I can’t win this war that must be won. It matters not how right I am, I am only one and because of that, I am ignored. Not only by those whose aid I try to enlist but by my own brotherhood as well. My Lodge turned its back on me long ago. I had previously filed complaints regarding their treachery with Mr. Rodriguez twice before but they went unanswered. Attempts to enlist their aid went unrecognized. I even went to my old Lodge and was similarly ignored. I am including that as well. It is not for lack of my plight being one that does not deserve support. Rather it is a matter of the age-old problem of apathy and/or disbelief. This is one of those times that it is happening here, not somewhere else, to someone else. It is before you now. Regardless of how horrible the acts against me are, it isn’t happening to anyone you know personally so it is easier to pretend it isn’t happening at all. But therein lies the crux of the problem. Today it is me. Tomorrow it may them, or you. And to know me is to know that I am a model police officer which actually compounds the threat. If they can get away with what they are doing to me, then who else can possibly be safe? No one. 


While my situation that I write to you about actually began in 1997, the matter that I write to you now originated in February 1999. This second attack against me is being conducted under the sham of Domestic Violence. Ironically, I am the only victim of domestic violence. The heart of the matter however is Prosecutorial Misconduct. 

The Burlington County Prosecutors Office has once again set their sights on a police officer that is completely undeserving of their attention. How do you “take out” a model police officer? Since it can’t be done with the help of the target officer because of the lack of real violations of any kind, there is only one way; false implications and charges. My matter is comprised of smoke and mirrors. Once you clear all the propaganda and guile, the truth still remains. And the truth is that I am still one of the best police officers in Burlington County and incapable of doing anything remotely wrong. 


With the State Lodges aid it is my intention to have my public honor and integrity restored, to have those responsible held accountable to the utmost level, and to pave the way for the benefit of NJ Law Enforcement Officers by radically reducing if not eliminating the inherent abuses contained within the Domestic Violence policy as promulgated by the NJ Attorney General’s Office and the various local County Prosecutor’s Office. Additionally I would hope that by defeating and exposing a corrupt Prosecutor’s Office that plays at advancing itself over the careers of decent honest police officers a message can be sent out that this will not be tolerated. The line in the sand has been drawn. People adversarial to us within the law enforcement community have crossed it. Will you help chase them back? 


I think that there is a reason an officer such as myself was chosen to receive the full brunt of the insidious and malicious acts of an agency (the Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office) who has for years held a reputation for targeting police officers to make political shows of force. The Burlington County judicial system is not ranked the worst of all the 21 counties without reason. But that can be turned to an advantage. 


I will explain my situation. The Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office has crossed the line. They have acted illegally, unethically and immorally. To compound the problem complaints to the Attorney General’s office have been ignored to the point that charges of neglect can be substantiated (See both my initial complaint and my reply to Ms. Bieger when I was informed they would take no action).  



The initial complaint to the Attorney General’s Office provides you with a basic overview of my situation so I will not try to re-explain it here. I will however point out the following that should raise your concern considerably. Factual documentation and evidence support all items listed. 

· A restraining order that had no factual basis was issued against me with the support of the Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office. This order was contrary to the required court rules (New Jersey Court Rules) as well as existing governing case law (Perino vs. Perino).

· I was immediately and continuously illegally suspended and denied my income and ability to work. Complaints filed with the Superior Court were dismissed as trivial and unnecessary. 

· My criminal complaint for assault against the accused was dismissed without any investigation and despite overwhelming probable cause. In fact, the investigation conducted by my adversary’s leave no doubt that the assault had indeed occurred! The assault was witnessed, as were the resulting physical injuries. But most disturbing of all is that they accused herself admitted to the County investigators that the incident happened! Contrary to all accepted policies and practices, I was purposely kept uninformed although the accused was kept abreast. 

· My restraining order against the accused (a female police officer) was made impotent by the Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office. In fact, not only did they refuse to carry out and enforce the order, they prevented anyone else from doing so as well. They even went so far as to ignore the attached search warrant for weapons order. 

· A search warrant was carried out against my home. Not for the required evidence of any crime or criminal activity but to “corroborate statements made by the “victim””. This cries foul to the utmost as it goes against every legal requirement known for a search warrant. But in Burlington County, unreasonable searches and seizures, even against police officers, are an accepted practice. 

· All policy’s concerning Domestic Violence and law enforcement officers were blatantly ignored as they relate to the accused. 

· Counter complaints against me a week later were given the highest and most severe bail and bail restrictions, i.e., $10,000.00 bail, no ROR, full cash. I was temporarily incarcerated in the accused’s jail cell while she came in to work overtime!

· My matter, while the worse case scenario for abuse, is not the only one. I know of several wherein the female officer was placed in a protected status even though the aggressor. More exist I am sure and will become evident once sought and as others come out from hiding.

· Officer’s who individually expressed support have been professionally intimidated and some harmed. 

· Officers have been ordered to give statements to which they cannot be compelled. Example: Officers were ordered to explain why they were listed on my witness list! 

What has transpired since I wrote the complaint to the Attorney General’s Office, as did my attorney, only compounds and confirms all that I claim. It also shows the spreading of the corruption with additional contemptible acts and behavior. Here are some of the examples.

· Despite no legal inhibitions, I was barred from work for over a year and a half. I had submitted to and passed the only hindrance, which was the physcological examination, which conversely the accused was never required to undergo in blatant contradiction to their own policy. 

· In June of this year I was found guilty of criminal trespass despite overwhelming evidence exonerating me and the fact that municipal court Judges cannot hear indictable offenses! My lawyer protested to no avail and once again I am forced to appeal an unjust, and now an illegal decision. 

· On at least one promising note, I have been successful in filing a complaint with the Office of Attorney Ethics against my main adversary Assistant Prosecutor James Gerrow. It is now a formal investigation. 

This affair is so filled with lies, deceit, corruption and contempt for the law that it defies belief. Every day I wonder how I will make it through another day. Yet somehow I do. How much longer I can hold out is always in question. I know I was not supposed to have lasted this long. The tragedy’s I have endured cannot be explained without taking up much more of your time. I will tell you that in addition to the pain this has caused myself and those around me, it was worsened by the loss of both my Grandmother and just recently, my brother. But if I am to be sacrificed, I pray that my suffering will not be in vain. Please don’t waste it. I hope that some of you reading this will recognize it for what it is and come to my aid without hesitation. I so long for someone to tell me that I have done well, that I have stood firm and steadfast. To tell me that I am temporarily relieved from my post and that I have done a good job, sit down and relax the cavalry is here. To be told that someone is picking up the banner and will carry the fight now. Is this wrong? Was I wrong to believe in my police oath to obey the law, to help those less fortunate, to place others needs before my own? When I first joined Lodge #2 in 1987, I remember that I swore an oath there as well. Does it still hold true today? If I am to be saved, I would much rather it be from my own Brotherhood and not elsewhere. Ironically when I was last atteneded my own Lodge’s meeting, I remember the last “password” was Solidarity. For my area at least this was a farce. But it can be made true. While I may be somewhat disillusioned, I believe that there is hope yet to restore what was taken from me and my profession.
